The NYSASIC General Business Meeting was called to order by President Amy Poff at 10:40 AM at the Treadway Inn, Owego, NY

The minutes of the May 7, 2010 General Business Meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion by Cindy Cocca, seconded by Paul Casey, passed.

Dixie Perkins gave the Treasurer’s report.  Total Revenue for 5/24/10 to 9/28/10 is $40,775.26 in savings and checking combined.  This includes transfers from M & T Bank Account, 2010 Memberships, 2010 Fall conference registrations, exhibitors, commuter meals, sponsors, a service charge reimbursement from M & T Bank Account and interest on savings.  Total Expenses for 5/24/10 to 9/28/10 are $6,902.66 which does not include the balance owed to Pumpelly Estate, bus company that provided transportation to and from the Pumpelly Estate and the Owego Treadway Inn and Suites which all indicated to Amy Poff that they would bill her.  Checking and Savings account balance as of 9/28/10 is $33,872.60 in anticipation of the outstanding bills to follow.

The 2011 NYSASIC Spring Conference will be held May 4-6, 2011 at the Gideon Putnam Hotel in Saratoga Springs, NY.  Further details will follow.

There was no outstanding old business to discuss.

Under new business, as part of the Legislative update,  Amy Poff mentioned about the implementation date for the new Medical Guidelines being extended to 12/1/2010 and the web based training provided by the Workers’ Compensation Board will begin October 4, 2010.
Amy Poff reported that the nominating committee for Spring 2011 will be Bob Bilsky, Monroe County, Linda Herrington, Steuben County and Carol Alnutt, Oswego County.

Everyone seemed very pleased with our evening at Pumpelly Estate at which time our new president, Amy Poff presented our former president, Amy Clute with a plaque in recognition of her two terms as president and all the wonderful hard work she did for the association.
