New York State Association of Self-Insured Counties 
General Business Meeting
Friday May 7, 2010 
The NYSASIC general business meeting was called to order by President Amy Clute at 10:20 AM at The Gideon Putnam Hotel Saratoga Springs, NY.

The minutes of the October 2, 2009 General Business Meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion by Amy Poff, seconded by Jack Welch, passed.  

Colleen Capwell gave the Treasurer’s report.  The revenue is $27,790.71 and includes annual memberships and spring 2010 conference registrations.  Expenses are $16,895.52.  The hotel bill for the spring 2010 conference has not yet been paid, and is estimated to be approximately $19,000.  The total account balance of checking and savings is $40,108.19.  The Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion by Darlene White, seconded by Sue Lent, passed
The 2010 NYSASIC Fall Conference will be held September 29 - October 1, 2010 at The Owego Treadway Inn, Owego, NY. Amy Clute explained that attendees will have their choice of staying at the Owego Treadway, The Hampton Inn, or the Holiday Inn Express, but the meeting and dinning areas will be held inside of the Owego Treadway.  The Hampton Inn and Holiday Inn Express are just across a parking lot to get to the Owego Treadway facility.  
There was no old business to discuss.    
Under new business Dixie Perkins reported there were no new developments under the Legislative committee due to NYS focusing on the state budget.  Also under new business Amy Clute proposed a change to NYSASIC bylaws to provide guidance for lifetime membership.  The changes are to Section 1c and Section 2c on page 2 along with a lifetime member form at the end of the bylaws; however there is a change to Section 1c that came up in the board meeting earlier today.  The board proposes that Section 1c be changed to read “Lifetime members will be non-voting members and will be eligible to attend NYSASIC events for no cost of registration.”  The form will also be changed to reflect no registration fee; lifetime members will only be required to pay for their accommodations.  There were no objections to the proposed changes and they were accepted on a motion by Mark Stasko, seconded by Dixie Perkins, passed.    
Amy Clute reported all NYSASIC officers and two board of directors seats are up for election.  The nominating committee is Darlene White, St Lawrence County, Chair, Doug Dillon, Alleghany County, and Beth Cheevers, Jefferson County.  The officer nominations are:  Amy Poff, Tioga County for President, Colleen Capwell, Broome County, for Vice President, Bonnie Szpulecki, Ulster County, for Secretary, Dixie Perkins, Wyoming County, for Treasurer.  For the two board of directors:  Jack Welch, Orleans County, for Director, to fill the unexpired one year of Bonnie Szpulecki’s Director’s seat and Deb Burnham, Cattaraugus County, for Director to fill Lynn Milograno’s Director’s seat.  Past President Amy Clute, Warren County, to move to Director, to fill Director’s seat currently held by Dixie Perkins.   Amy Clute asked for nominations from the floor but there were none.  Amy Clute asked the secretary to cast 1 ballot for the names as slated.  
The meeting was adjourned at 10:29 AM.
